By the end of your time in 6™ form, the minimum standard for performance
should be Grade VI. You do not need to be at this standard for this entrance
process! We are more interested in your ability to communicate expressively
than technically demanding works at this stage.

The work could be solo or accompanied as appropriate.

You can use a backing track if you wish.

LISTENING TEST

The listening test will ask you to write openly about features of a piece of music
that you will be provided with. There will not be specific theory-related
questions, but rather the question set will seek to enable you to write about
significant features of the piece that you notice, in as much detail as you are
able.
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
